	The study explores the potential of replacing fishmeal with Moringa oleifera seed meal, a novel and sustainable alternative, addressing an important issue in aquaculture nutrition. The experimental design, including the use of seven dietary treatments and detailed monitoring of growth parameters such as weight gain, specific growth rate, and protein efficiency ratio, is robust and thorough. The results show that a 20% replacement of fishmeal with cooked M. oleifera seed meal provides comparable growth performance, suggesting a feasible alternative to reduce feed costs. The conclusion and recommendations for farmers and researchers provide actionable insights, such as encouraging M. oleifera plantations and further studies on other processing methods. Figures and tables effectively present the results, making it easier for readers to understand the impact of the dietary treatments on growth performance and nutrient utilization. The paper has a solid experimental foundation and presents promising findings relevant to sustainable aquaculture. The study focuses on a single location in Nigeria, which may limit the generalizability of the findings to other regions with different environmental conditions. 

While the results are significant, the discussion could further elaborate on the implications of the findings and compare them to other similar studies in greater detail.

 The paper does not include an economic evaluation of the cost-effectiveness of using M. oleifera seed meal compared to fishmeal, which is crucial for practical application.

 The study does not fully address potential variations in M. oleifera seed nutritional content across different regions or seasons, which may affect reproducibility. 

Although the paper mentions antinutritional factors in M. oleifera seeds, it does not sufficiently discuss their potential impact on fish health and how they were mitigated.
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
