Specifically, the surveillance strategy should be better justified with references to expert guidelines (e.g., NCCN, ESMO), and the rationale for follow-up over re-excision, given the positive surgical margin, needs further discussion. Additional details on histopathological markers such as Ki-67 and imaging modalities for follow-up would improve completeness. Minor refinements in language, structure, and figure inclusion (e.g., annotated histopathology images) would enhance clarity and impact. Overall, the manuscript is scientificallysound but would benefit from these refinements to improve its depth and clinical relevance.
