	The article titled "Influence of Intra-Household Gender Dynamics on Household Vulnerability to Climate Change: Empirical Evidences from Tripura state of North-East India" explores the influence of intra-household gender roles and relationships on household vulnerability to climatic events, notably among the backward tribal communities. This paper focuses on household vulnerability to climate change in Tripura state and contributes to studies that seek a better understanding of gender and climate change through empirical research. Based on a large survey conducted in a participant observational context in India, the paper reveals the link between women’s labor workload and control over assets and household education, and household vulnerability to climate change.

The paper seeks to analyze whether households' abilities within the household for securing, retaining, and accessing resources necessary for dealing with changing climatic events are influenced by the positions and positionality of both women and men. In conjunction, the study explores the relationships between extra-household gender roles, capacities, and capacity-building needs of women and men in relation to adaptation processes. The term "vulnerability," while commonly used for defining vulnerability to environmental and climate change, in this study especially, has been understood broadly, covering a range of dimensions including marginalization, lacking choices and opportunities specially shaped by power relationships, a process which is intrinsically connected and heavily influenced by inequitable dimensions such as poverty and power relationships including those of gender, class, caste, age, education, HIV status, marital status, physical/social/biological access, and sexual orientation.

In Tripura, it is not the scarcity of land or incomes, nor the dependence on the main agricultural activities that are key concerns of local people. One issue that is frequently raised and is likely to be accentuated in the future due to climate change is the increasing pressure on resources, since the majority of common property resources have been deteriorating in recent years. Women have an intimate relationship with the environment. They are reported to have proactive roles in influencing households’ adaptive capacity and sometimes designing and implementing coping mechanisms to deal with environmental stresses. In the face of environmental stresses, individuals and families are compelled to reduce their consumption and accumulate price assets at the expense of consolidating their long-term natural assets. Hence, this study offers a unique opportunity for researchers to reflect on the effectiveness of using an individual/household approach to identify vulnerable household .to climate change, implying that any vulnerability reduction approaches such as gender-inclusive climate action should address this dimension in the future.

This research demonstrates scientific correctness by noting that, the present-day reality, based on global warming projections, suggests that it is more than likely that the socio-economic profile of India as a developing country experiences severe impacts of climate change, especially given the large proportion of the population living in coastal zones and river deltas and its heavy dependence on agriculture and natural resources. The relative importance of demographic, socio-economic, and social dynamics, particularly gender relations, has an important effect on the levels of vulnerability and also impacts coping and adaptation strategies.
It is within this backdrop that this study analyzed the significance of gender systems through the study of intra-household dynamics as a significant factor determining overall household vulnerability status. Therefore, a state like Tripura, prone to frequent floods, erosion, landslides, and drought, affects the rural ecosystems considerably, thereby influencing the rural economy and society. Thus, ascertaining that the impacts of climate change and adaptation measures in terms of gender would provide insight regarding the macro-level trends existing in the country, and a plausible policy formulation to deal with climate change is a requisite. This study is worthy of publication.
