	The current title, "Microplastic Contamination in Agricultural Soils Across India: A Systematic Review of Studies and Research Gaps" is clear and adequately describes the content of the article.

	The abstract is adequate and presents the research gap, objective, method and findings. However, I find that the information about the research gap is redundant, as it appears twice in the first paragraph. I suggest retaining only one mention to improve clarity.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript structure is well-organized and follows a logical flow, containing sections for introduction, methodology, results, and conclusions. The article is scientifically correct; however, I have two main suggestions for improvement:

-> In the second paragraph of the introduction, it is mentioned that: "Studies have reported microplastic contamination in agricultural soils across multiple states, including Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Maharashtra, and Tamil Nadu, emphasizing the urgent need for systematic research and mitigation strategies." Which studies? It is necessary to cite them.

-> Since a systematic review should be replicable, I suggest including a table in the methodology indicating the search strings used for each database and the number of articles obtained in each of them. Additionally, in the data collection section, I recommend clarifying how many articles were removed as duplicates and specifying the criteria used in the methodological quality assessment that resulted in 104 studies.

	The article presents recent references, as the systematic review established a temporal scope from 2020 to 2024.

However, in the introduction, although the references are relevant, they are relatively older. Therefore, I suggest complementing this section with more recent articles.

	Yes. The English in the manuscript is adequate for scholarly communications

	The paper presents an interesting discussion and contributes to the literature by synthesizing the findings on microplastic contamination in various ecosystems in India and assessing their potential impact on agricultural land. Thus, it requires only minor revisions to be suitable for publication, as recommended in the previous sections.
There are no clear ethical issues in the manuscript. The article is a literature review, and all the data used are from public sources and properly referenced.
