Critical Review of the Article

The article titled "Strengthening Parasitic Infection Prevention and Control Practices: an Aspect of Health Promotion" presents valuable insights into health promotion strategies for parasitic infection control. However, several weaknesses undermine its academic rigor and clarity. Below is a detailed critique of the article’s major flaws:

: The article does not maintain a coherent structure, making it difficult to follow. There are abrupt transitions between sections without proper linking sentences.

Several points, particularly regarding health promotion approaches (socioeconomic, knowledge level, environmental change, etc.), are reiterated in different sections without adding new insights.

The reference list lacks consistency in formatting, and there are several instances where references are misplaced or incomplete (e.g., “[...]Requena-Méndez et al., 2023]” has a bracket misplaced).

"Health promotion is a dynamic and continuous process of enabling people to have increase control over and to improve their own health." (Should be “increased control”)

"The complexity of specific health promotion regarding parasitic infection, in which programs to control or eliminate parasitic diseases are positioned, and the development of better understanding regarding its contributing factors are still a major issue in parasite disease control." (This sentence is too convoluted and grammatically incorrect.)

 Some sentences are overly long and complex, reducing readability.

Phrases like "No matter how great the research method..." and "The darling of STH namely Ascaris infection..." are not suitable for an academic article.

The paper does not define a specific research question or hypothesis, making it unclear what it aims to prove or analyze.

Although the paper discusses various health promotion strategies, it does not provide empirical data or real-world examples to support claims.

Superficial Discussion of Health Promotion Strategies: The article presents general discussions on health promotion without delving into specific, evidence-based interventions for different parasitic diseases.

Some citations seem improperly placed, and others are missing. For example, in the introduction, there are citations listed as "immigrants []Requena-Méndez et al., 2023]" with an empty bracket.

 The article extensively cites multiple sources but does not critically analyze them. A proper review should synthesize findings rather than just list data.

Redundant Citations: Several references are repeated throughout the text without adding new context.

 The conclusion does not effectively summarize key findings or provide concrete recommendations for future research or policy changes.

 Statements such as "health promotion and health education is always being a primary option to prevent parasite transmission" are too broad and not backed by specific evidence.

The paper should have clearly defined sections (Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion).

 Improve grammar, sentence structure, and clarity by eliminating informal phrases and ensuring proper tense usage.

Clearly define the research question and provide empirical evidence or case studies.

 Ensure all references are correctly cited and formatted.
