The term "turkey tail mushroom" is informal and could be replaced by Trametes versicolor or Trametes sp. The word "Unravelling" could be more scientific, such as "Exploring" or "Characterizing." A more targeted title could better reflect the ecological aspect of the study, thereby attracting the attention of the scientific community.

	The abstract is generally comprehensive but could be improved by including a more detailed mention of the specific results of the study. A suggestion would be to reduce the contextual information portion and focus more on the main conclusions.

	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically correct. The methods and results are consistent with the standards of the field and appear reliable. No significant errors were detected.

	The references are varied, but several focus on related fungi (e.g., Ganoderma lucidum, Coriolus versicolor) rather than specifically on Trametes sp. in its natural habitat. While the number of references is sufficient (21), many are over 10 years old, and some are not directly relevant to the study of biodiversity. Recent works specifically focused on the ecology and genetics of Trametes sp. in their habitat are missing. Recent updates on these aspects would benefit the modernity and specificity of the subject.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The quality of the language is largely correct, but some improvements in clarity and sentence flow are necessary. It is recommended to simplify certain phrases and check the grammar.
