The authors indicated that they had 5 isolates, but in the manuscript the results are presented for one isolate.

	The abstract is long and quite descriptive. And it is advisable to present everything briefly, clearly and emphasise the main results obtained.
Also:

The study identified five different species of Trametes. 

It is not correct to write this way, because the authors did not identify the isolates to species. This is stated in subsection 3.3.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	In general, the style and presentation of the results is quite simple and lacks critical in-depth analysis.
The only critical remark is that it is unclear why the authors used Trametes sp. for the phylogeny. It would have been logical to use different species of Trametes, and this would probably have allowed the authors to establish the species identity of the isolate they obtained. 
The identification of fruiting body samples was based on their morphological characteristics. And whether the size of spores was taken into account for specimen identification. Why wasn't molecular genetic analysis performed? 
However, more attention could have been paid to the description of the colony morphology, adding a comparative description of mycelial density, margin, reverse, whether there is zonation, etc.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	Trametes spp. are actively researched, and given that the authors did not identify the species of the isolate, the article needs to be revised. Other references should be added and the data obtained should be compared not only with T. versicolor, but also with other Trametes spp. The authors should also look for information on the synonym for Trametes, which is Coriolus. It will be useful for the authors to read the review article, where they will also find useful references for their work.
