5. The manuscript is scientifically correct. I would like to stress the importance of ultrasound examination in the diagnostic and, eventually, in the approach of bursitis. When a physician needs to evacuate or to puncture a bursa, the ultrasound guidance is of paramount importance. 

6. As for the references, I found them appropriate. I would also suggest to stress the importance of the potential locations of bursitis, even in places that there was no bursae at birth, in the light of local mechanical forces (shear or stress) that might arise from professional or recreational activities. Furthermore, complications may arise from a bursitis, i.e. cystic degeneration
