· Similarly CGR for 15 days and CGR for 15-30 days showed significant difference from control even before imposing the K sap and G sap foliar spray. Why the variations occurred in CGR prior to treatment? (Since in materials and methods, it is mentioned that first foliar spray was given at 35 DAS)
