	Optional/General comments


	The most important observations are in the comments made, which can be found in the revised manuscript. Some observations of interest are as follows:
It appears that the semi-variograms were fitted using ArcGIS (ESRI), which generates the models identical to those shown in the figures. For these reasons, it would be prudent to give the necessary credits to the geostatistics module of the software indicated in the methodology section. The QGIS tools allow the modelling of variograms, but with other characteristics than those indicated in this subsection.

It is very important to maintain the unit structure of the soil attributes to allow uniformity in the development of the text. In the case of electrical conductivity (EC) dSm-1 or dS/m can be used, and in the case of S and Zn mgkg-1 or mg/kg or ppm can be used.

It seems advisable to separate the soil attribute units (ppm, %) from the text. It is perhaps more common to keep the expression % attached to the text, but this is not very common in scientific articles
