The manuscript contains lengthy sentences that affect readability. For example, "The present investigation was carried in Sirmaur district of Himachal Pradesh, located between 30° 38’40” to 31° 01’14” N latitude and 77° 01’ 5” to 77° 26’ 13” E longitude, at an elevation ranging from 500 m to 3500 m a.s.l. to develop comprehensive forest resource database and spatial analysis of growing stock for Rajgarh forest division."

Thus, modifications are needed throughout the abstract and manuscript to improve clarity and conciseness.

Several spelling errors need correction. For instance: "amd vegrtation" should be corrected to "and vegetation." A thorough spell check and proofreading are recommended.
