	The article lacks quality evidence to support the information provided. For example, the information on “The Health Benefits” comes from just two low-quality sources. The nutritional information for Sattu comes from an unreliable source. 

The methods used for the literature review, including databases and keywords, are not specified.

	There are 15 references in this article. According to journals instructions the references are quantitative adequate (suggested 15-20 references for a short communication). However, the quality of many references is poor. Sites providing public information about nutrition, even commercial sites, were used as sources (https://www.24mantra.com/blogs/health-and-nutrition/health-benefits-of-drinking-sattu-before-workout/). Furthermore, not all sources are accessible (https://www.bigbasket.com/auth/login/?nc=close, https://www.rakeshgroup.com/chana-sattu). In conducting scientific research, one must use scientific books, journal articles, and information obtained from sites of organizations with strong reputation, such as the World Health Organization. Public information sites and commercial sites should be avoided.

The journal's reference guidelines were not followed by the authors.
