	As one of the aims of this review was to inform about treatment strategies, however, there is no mention of the treatment strategy in a study group that was excluded by prior testing as G6PD, (G-6PD -A & G-6PD-Mediterranean) which were not offered anti-malarial drugs for the fear of haemolysis. Need to add a few more studies where anti-malarial drugs except primaquine and teflaquine are used. Moreover, the prevalence has been attributed as high as 10 to 20% for this group.
