	The literature throughout this paper integrates a variety of samples to prove their hypothesis, as well as covers literature from as far back as the 1990s, which gives credibility to their reasoning. Despite the fact that the sample size is far smaller than required, the validity is on a broader focus as the study targets 30 students and 2 faculty members. However, the manuscript appears to be scientifically sound, as it follows a structured academic format, including a clear research problem, well-defined objectives, relevant literature review, appropriate methodology, and a logical discussion of findings. 

Though, there are a few aspects that could be strengthened to ensure greater scientific rigor:

How the findings would (or wouldn't) generalize to other environments or institutions could improve scientific validity. While qualitative approach is appropriate, quantitative data (e.g., trends in enrollments, Likert scale-based student surveys) would be even better at strengthening the arguments.
Besides, reporting descriptive statistics of enrollment will give students a better image of studying a foreign language at the University of Zambia and make the hypothesis even more robust.
