i. State reasons why the plot method was preferred against the plot-less method

	1. The manuscript has only eighteen (18) references which are too few and hence inadequate for this type of scholarly work considering the existing literature on this topic.
2. Out of the eighteen (18) references only one (1) of the ore reference used is recent i.e. was published in the last five years.

3. The remaining seventeen (17) references are too old to be relied on in informing such scholarly work.

4. The Author therefore should  build up the manuscript from more recent publication sources
