"Thus it may be concluded that, 5g of slow-release granule (N: P: K 15:05:25) combined with water soluble (N: P: K 10:20:40) + trace elements can enhance growth and number of flowers of Anthurium andraeanum." →"This study concludes that a combination of 5g slow-release granules (N: P: K 15:05:25) with water-soluble (N: P: K 10:20:40) and trace elements effectively enhances the growth and flower production of Anthurium andraeanum.
