	Some grammatical improvements are needed. For example, "a known case of Urinary Bladder presenting with synchronous Granulosa Cell Tumor Ovary" should be revised to "a known case of urinary bladder carcinoma presenting with synchronous granulosa cell tumor”

The case's novelty is emphasized well, for readers, briefly mentioning the diagnostic challenges and treatment strategies would strengthen the abstract.

 
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The introduction successfully defines synchronous malignancies and provides epidemiological context. However, references need consistent formatting and should be properly cited (e.g., "[1]" should be placed immediately after relevant statements).

The statement "Urothelial carcinomas presenting with synchronous Granulosa cell tumor is not yet presented in females" needs rewording for clarity: "To date, no cases of urothelial carcinoma with synchronous granulosa cell tumor have been reported in females."

The risk factors for both malignancies are well presented, but some statements (e.g., "mutations in bloodline") need rewording for clarity.

The discussion about the therapeutic dilemma is relevant but would benefit from more specific examples of drug-drug interactions.

The case is well-documented, and the diagnostic process is clearly outlined. However, the structure could be improved by separating imaging findings, histopathology, and immunohistochemistry results into distinct paragraphs for better readability.

PET-CT findings are well described, but numerical values should be consistently formatted (e.g., "3*3 cm" should be "3 × 3 cm").

The immunohistochemistry (IHC) findings are well presented, but a brief explanation of the significance of each marker would be helpful for readers unfamiliar with these tests.

Treatment details are described comprehensively, but the sentence "6 weekly cycles of intravesical BCG and 6 monthly cycles of intravesical BCG" appears redundant and unclear.

Follow-up PET-CT findings and biochemical markers are well described, providing objective evidence of treatment response.

The discussion effectively contextualizes the case within the existing literature. However, there are some grammatical errors and awkward phrasing (e.g., "Synchronous malignancies are in rising trend" should be "The incidence of synchronous malignancies is increasing").

The reference to Espejo et al. is relevant but should clarify how their findings relate to the present case.

The mention of "chromosome 12 abnormalities" in granulosa cell tumors is informative, but a brief explanation of how these alterations contribute to tumorigenesis would be valuable.

The statement "Only case reports are available for these entities in giving a guiding path for treatment" should be revised for clarity and proper grammar.

The concluding remarks on the importance of thorough histological and biochemical evaluation are well-placed.

Figures are appropriately referenced within the text but should be clearly labeled and described in the legend.

Figure quality should be assessed to ensure clarity and proper contrast.

Additional arrows or annotations could improve reader comprehension.
