	The manuscript is of scholastic significance to the scientific community and policy makers as it will facilitate further research in the area and will lead to evidence-based policy interventions but the manuscript lacks clarity in designing the research problem. It does not clarify that it has been designed to assess the knowledge of teenagers regarding sex education or awareness or opinion. The scale used (Likert scale) in the study is used to assess opinions/ attitude/ satisfaction level of the participants but at the manuscript describes that its has measured the knowledge of respondents. Data presented in the manuscript also does not confirm this. It needs major revision.
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
