	1. Abstract: The abstract is very informative; however, 

a. The word count is 358 words, which is too high for an abstract. It should be 150-200 words

b. The abstract did not provide information on the results or findings of the study.

2. Introduction: The following were my observations:

a. Line 3, ‘according to Heine de Haas’, the year of the publication was not mentioned

b. Line 10, ‘John Arthur explains’, the year of publication was not mentioned

c. Line 17, ‘According to Arthur’, no year of publication

d. Line 21, ‘Igor Maver opines, no year of publication

e. There are basically no in-test citations with the date of publication

General comment

The work is good; however, it requires a lot of work. 

The following are my observations:

a) The spelling of the word ‘contemporary’ as captured in the title of the work is incorrect

b) The abstract is too lengthy

c) The abstract did not provide/address the result of the study

d) The work should be thoroughly proofread for punctuational errors

e) There are no proper in-text citations

f) Many cited authors in the referencing list that were not captured in the body of the work.

g) The style of referencing is not clear (APA, Harvard, Chicago, etc.)

I reckoned that this is a good study; however, it is not properly written.
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
