Methodology Overload: While the methodology section is detailed, it may be overly technical for an abstract. The names of statistical tests (Jarque-Bera, Breusch-Godfrey, Breusch-Pagan-Godfrey, etc.) could be streamlined or summarized as "various econometric tests were conducted to validate the model assumptions." unless the audience is primarily statisticians or econometricians.

Clarification of Findings: Instead of just reporting b = -6.146909; p-value = 0.0434, a more intuitive interpretation like "Financial crimes were found to significantly reduce global GDP, confirming their detrimental economic impact." would improve accessibility for a broader audience.
