	This paper makes a significant contribution to the field of sustainable consumer behavior by expanding the Theory of Planned Behavior (TBP) to recognize environmental concern as an essential determinant of green purchase intention. Through the empirical validation of the mediating roles of green trust and attitude, this paper lays down a novel framework to assess how psychological and trust factors interact in influencing green purchase intention, particularly in emerging markets like India. The results provide the government and businesses with possible measures through which marketing strategies can be synchronized with sustainability development goals so that the gap between environmental awareness and consumer behaviours can be bridged. Also, by employing a solid methodological foundation, SEM and 500 sample, a replicable standard was established for future researches on green consumption dynamics.

	The title “Impact of Environmental Concern on Green Purchase Intention: A Mediation Model Using Green Trust” fits the study in general, although it can be refined to better reflect the unique contribution of the study. The title clearly stated the core constructs (environmental concern, green purchase intention, and green trust) and mediation analysis. However, attitude, a key mediator tested in the manuscript, has not been reflected nor has the integration of Theory of Planned Behavior addressed in this study from the perspective of an emerging market in India – both key elements attached to the novelty of the study.

	After reviewing the abstract provided, I have several recommendations for the refinement of the abstract. The abstract provides good overview of the study, but it should be taken a notch higher with a few more appendages (250 words for Abstract). First, strengthen the abstract by mentioning the specific theoretical gap by the study within the Theory of Planned Behavior (TBP) literature. For instance, state that such existing models of TBP often ignore the combined mediation effect of green trust and attitude given that most studies are concentrated in emerging markets. Second, enhance the description of methodology wherein Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) would be used to evaluate the hypothesized relationships and then assess mediation effects. Also, further include the software by indicating here or other such as SmartPLS were used in tests for mediation or relationship differences analysis between variables. Add some further depth to "insights" with more explicitness, for example: "findings suggest that marketing strategies will have to build both trust and favorable attitudes such as what should be reached toward actual green purchases, in view of the unique consumer dynamics in India." Finally, think of adding a sentence on limitations such as sample demographics as well as future research directions into the abstract to have a balanced and forward-looking conclusion.

	After an in-depth inspection of the manuscript provided, the manuscript shows on the whole a good grasp of the theoretical settings: Theory of Planned Behavior-and due consideration seems to have been given to the relevant methodology: Structural Equation Modelling-for testing the stated hypotheses. The subjects of the literature review appear relevant, though these could do with some newer references. The research design is clearly articulated; the data analysis appears largely appropriate according to the given excerpt. 
However, a few things need to be addressed: First, the author/s should do expound on the "judgment sampling" method, which is highly biased. While the author/s argue for students as a representative section of millennial consumers, they also need to point out the limitations along with possible biases in the discussion section. Second, the manuscript abruptly ends in the data analysis section. To be scientifically correct, the results of the SEM analysis, should add the path coefficients for indirect effects, standard errors, confidence intervals, and model fit indices (such as RMSEA, CFI, SRMR), must be presented. Without these results, it's impossible to fully evaluate the findings and conclusions. Third and most importantly, all statistical analyses would have been properly performed and reported and in accordance with established guidelines for SEM research. The paper ought to have built a fairly solid, fundamentally coherent structure, but could have done with some more details-oriented analysis results and a discussion of the limitations to enhance scientific rigor.

	Based on the content of the provided document, there is an evaluation of the references: The number of references is by no means sufficient for a full-length research article. In its Introduction, Theoretical Background, and Literature Review, the references presented in the document adequately support the statements being made. The references, it seems, originate from an overview of key concepts and past studies dealing with environmental concerns, green trust, Theory of Planned Behavior, and green purchase intention. Some of the references may have come from the past couple of years, particularly 2022 and 2023.
However, there are copious amounts of older and also some more recent sources being referenced. Incorporating older references does not in itself create a liability, as these references can serve as a framing context; however, this literature review should address most contemporary findings and perspectives pertinent to the field. Additionally, the Lavuri (and co-authors) appear to be relied upon heavily. While the author's work could offer a direct application to the study's argument, this can unfortunately mean that the task has not explored other studies engaged in this issue. To strengthen the paper and make it comprehensive, I recommend including some such references-current review articles or meta-analyses that collate the available work on environmental concern, green trust, attitude, and intention of purchase green. These articles can provide a broader overview of the current state of knowledge and identify any gaps or inconsistencies in the literature.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	Generally, the English language and the quality of the article are appropriate for scholarly communication, although some sections require a fair bit of improvement in terms of clarity, precision, and overall readability. It is a formal and very academic tone to be used as a scholarly work. The correct terminology related to the research area (e.g., "structural equation modeling," "mediation analysis," "Theory of Planned Behavior") is used appropriately. The article follows a standard structure with an introduction, literature review, methodology, and (presumably) results/discussion, which aids comprehension. 
However, there are instances of awkward phrasing, incorrect word usage, and minor grammatical errors that could be corrected through careful editing. "Researchers and marketers in contemporary consumer research Lavuri, (2022b) have formulated the notion of green customer behavior as an innovative marketing strategy." Better: Current marketing strategies are enriched by green customer behavior, which is considered a novel technique by researchers and marketers" (Lavuri, 2022b). The transitions between some ideas or paragraphs could be smoother. Using transition words and phrases would help create a more cohesive narrative. Thus, pay attention to the flow of ideas between sentences and paragraphs. Use transition words and phrases to connect related concepts and guide the reader through the argument.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The article under critique is interesting indeed as it gives an account of an investigation into the driving forces of green purchase intention amongst Indian students. Environmental concern, trust in green, and attitude approaches, modeled through the TPB, are relevant and add to the growing literature corpus on sustainable consumer behavior, but some areas are wanting in clarity, rigor, and impact. The literature, such as the latest review articles, meta-analyses, and cultural-specific ones, should be reviewed more thoroughly. The better explanation of the theoretical rationale for including environmental concern and green trust into the TPB framework has to be provided. Limitations of judgment sampling should be discussed; these would have possible implications for generalizability. Additional description should be added regarding sample characteristics along with the higher education institution. Pay exclusive attention to grammatical, spelling, punctuational, and sentence structure issues. Consider professional language editing to add clarity and readability. Interpret in detail the resulting findings with their comparison with previous research, discuss their practical and theoretical implications, and add contributions and limitations encountered during research. Addressing these comments and suggestions will make the paper quite powerful and enforce a good chance for its publication in a prestigious scholarly journal.
