	This study explored the role of leadership strategies in reducing household poverty in Ruhehe Sub-County, Uganda, using Adaptive Leadership Theory. Employing survey method, to analyze data from Self-administered questionnaires of 151 respondents, selected through stratified random sampling, based on their gender, age, marital status, and educational background. Results showed a weak but significant positive correlation between leadership strategies and poverty reduction (r = 0.280, p = 0.002), supported by regression analysis (β = 0.227, t = 2.293, p = 0.024). While leadership strategies contribute to poverty alleviation, their impact is limited, emphasizing the need for complementary socio-economic interventions. The study offers valuable insights for policymakers by applying Adaptive Leadership Theory in a localized context to address poverty.
