	Fisheries production as a supplier of valuable food resources plays an important role in the economies of different countries and is determined by the tasks of meeting the primary human needs. Many countries are a member of the World Trade Organization (WTO), which increases the requirements for the quality and safety of fish and food raw materials.

Modern aquaculture is based on a thousand-year history of human breeding and cultivation of aquatic organisms. However, there has been a sharp decline in commercial stocks of aquatic organisms in freshwater bodies and the oceans, and their annual catch has almost reached the limit. Because of this, the need for the cultivation of freshwater and marine organisms has recently increased significantly.

According to international standards, one person per year should consume more than 20 kg of fish and fish products. 

A significant drawback of modern fish farming is the high incidence of fish diseases. Thus, according to foreign experts, losses from fish diseases could amount to more than 40%. Therefore, preventive and curative measures help to avoid significant losses in the fish industry. The most dangerous in fish farming are infectious diseases (viral, bacterial, fungal and parasitic). Their emergence is facilitated by uncontrolled transportation, non-compliance with cultivation technology, and significant deterioration of the aquatic environment caused by pollution of aquatic ecosystems by various untreated wastewater and pollutants.

The number of farmed fish in freshwater is not very large, but the search for new facilities is ongoing. One of the important problems is that new fish species are introduced along with pathogens that can infect native fish, and vice versa, native fish species can become infected with imported dangerous organisms. Thus, a new situation arises, leading to a change in the pathogen-host system. The environmental lability of pathogens often leads to epizootic situations in fisheries reservoirs of various types (reservoirs, ponds, cage and pool farms, etc.). This is where the problems associated with the spread of infectious and non-infectious fish diseases and the great difficulty of implementing effective measures to combat them lie. 

Therefore, knowledge of the causes of the emergence and spread of diseases is of great economic and practical importance in the overall problem of increasing fish productivity of aquaculture facilities.
