	This will be a useful study given that it analyses the impact of Deferiprone in improving the thyroid function in thalassaemic patients.
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	Deferiprone works by lowering serum ferritin levels, thereby reducing iron accumulation in vital organs like the liver, heart, and endocrine glands. In this study, the mean serum ferritin level was 4990 ng/mL, which is significantly elevated for a thalassemic population. This raises questions about how the thyroid function remains normal despite such high ferritin levels. Whether it is due to deferiprone or not. It is unclear whether this is a direct effect or merely a coincidence. Therefore, the findings and conclusions of this study raise scientific concerns. Therefore, the author should clarify how thyroid functions remain normal despite elevated ferritin levels. Is it scientifically valid to attribute the normal thyroid function solely to the use of deferiprone?
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
