The authors did not frame a hypothesis for the investigation, research gaps and no proper objectives stated in the manuscript. It is important to develop a hypothesis, research gap and define the objective for any investigation. Introduction is very brief, hence need to be expanded with earlier related work. There are no references mentioned in the introduction. 
2. material and methods: Requires major corrections. Author need to mention about the how different levels of temperature was maintained and how seed infectivity was studies. Clear methodologies used in the investigation is lacking

3. Results and discussion: Author has mentioned discussion part first followed by his results, it need to be reversed. Figures/images of sporulation, fungal culture plate, infectivity test may be included in the manuscript for good improvement
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
