2. There is no description what is Ribena as well as no data of purchasing any reagents;

3. The description of Y-maze test procedure, results, and conclusions based on them are unclear;

4. It is more accurate to use Median with upper and lower quartiles and Kruskal-Wallis test for statistical analysis of such groups;
5. Histological analysis is uninformative. Nissl staining as well immunohistochemistry staining must be provided to assess any reliable changes
