	Solitary glomus tumors are characterized by significant pain, with a frequently delayed diagnosis. The extradigital localization is extremely rare. 

Ultrasonography and MRI are essential for diagnosis. Surgical excision remains the only definitive treatment. It is most performed under local anesthesia, typically with a regional anesthetic block, and the use of a tourniquet to maintain a bloodless surgical field.

Surgical excision is generally performed by an orthopedic oncologist, assisted by a hand surgery specialist, and is conducted under high magnification. This approach ensures complete tumor excision while preserving function, ensures pain relief and prevents tumor recurrence.
