A figure in the introduction is unnecessary and should not be cited. It would be best to remove the image or figure from this section.

3.
The review should be concise, as it is currently too extensive. Some of the review can be included in the introduction, while the rest should focus more on the methodology, results, and discussion.

4.
You have included extensive details in the methodology, but it is incorrect. Much of the content relates to the review and should either be moved to the review section or removed.

5.
Figures and images are unnecessary in the methodology section. The actual methodology is minimal, with most of the content belonging to the review. This section should focus on describing the specific methods and procedures used to collect, analyze, and organize the data.

6.
The results section should begin with text, followed by relevant tables or figures. However, you started with a figure, which is incorrect.

7.
If your data is primary, there is no need for citation in the results section—only the findings should be detailed. However, if the data is secondary, it should be presented systematically, and the discussion should be included here. You later referenced the discussion separately without providing a citation.

8.
In the discussion, you briefly mentioned the results of your secondary data without providing a citation. This section should include a citation. Move this part to the results section and link it to your secondary data to ensure that the second and third objectives of the study are achieved.

There are some grammatical errors and incorrect syntax in the text. I hope you can correct both to improve clarity and accuracy.

10.
The conclusion should align with the result. Currently, your conclusion is not fully derived from the result. Please ensure the conclusion is entirely based on the result.

You haven't added any recommendations at the end. We hope you will also provide a few brief recommendations related to your study.
