In “2.5 Loss of Fruit Growing Areas”, author(s) is/are to note that both riverine flood and landslides are becoming more frequent and their magnitude is increasing with climate change induced extreme weather events. Large tracts of agricultural land are thus lost permanently in both these events. The author(s) are advised to add this with suitable references.

In “2.7 Water Scarcity”, authors have put forth “Reduced irrigation resources are vital for fruit growing, which can lead to reduced yields and increased irrigation costs.” This needs too be relooked and amended. Please note that, irrigation resources are no doubt vital but not “Reduced Irrigation Resources”. 
In the sentence, “Unfortunately, climate change is exacerbating water scarcity stress with increasing air temperatures and erratic rainfall regimes” either use “water scarcity” or “water stress”.
