	1.- section 2: this section should be extended to include use of gibberellins in table grapes (Chile); Auxins for thinning fruit and increasing color in apples (USA) and other examples such as the uniformization of ripeness or reducing the height of the floral scape in onion by ethylene. There is abundant literature on these topics.

It would be very important to distinguish between synthetic growth regulators versus natural biostimulants (humics, algae extracts, plant extracts, etc). For example, humics biostimulants are highly complex, biologically active, and able to stimulate the root system and plant growth and mitigate stress damage effects through mediation in signaling pathways and gene expression that involve different plant hormones [1]. 

Results of positive field yield response have been obtained for soybean [2], rice [3], maize [4], wheat [5], and barley [6].  References below.

2.- Section 3 is well proposed and documented and adjusts to the proposed change in title given that it is dedicated to the development of irrigation in Brazil.

3.- section 4 is weak and could be integrated with section 5. Focusing on brassinosteroids in papaya should not limit the consideration of other growth regulators and/or fruit crops 

In relation to final considerations, special attention should be paid to field testing growth regulators in field applications of rice, soybeans, corn, wheat, barley and others as well as establishing comparisons with biostimulants.
