Researcher’s statement: Use of the internet as a source for information about medical conditions show a willingness to learn, (9) and on its own is a plus and commendable. 

Suggested revision: The use of the internet as a source of information on medical conditions demonstrates a willingness to learn and, in itself, is a positive and commendable practice.

Researcher’s statement: Kostagiolas et al in Greece reported in 2012 that parents searched the internet as the second highest source of information about their children’s health.

Suggested revision: Kostagiolas et al. (2012) reported that, in Greece, parents used the internet as the second most common source of information about their children's health.

Researcher’s statement: This is also the reproductive and young parenting stage where parents are still having children or who have young children are eager to get information concerning the growth and development of their children.

Suggested revision: This stage represents the reproductive and early parenting phase, during which parents who are still having children or raising young ones are eager to obtain information about their children's growth and development.

Researcher’s statement: Sharing findings from internet search could building parent-doctor trust relationship which is a key determinant in treatment outcomes with doctors moderating the information being shared.  

Suggested revision: Sharing findings from internet searches can help build a trusting parent-doctor relationship, which is a key determinant of treatment outcomes, with doctors playing a role in moderating the information shared.

Suggestion for recommendations.  

Conduct a national survey to assess internet use for searching health-related information on children and its impact on treatment uptake and follow-up visits.

Raise awareness about the importance of verifying online health information by encouraging parents to share their findings with their physicians.

Conduct follow-up studies to provide parents with guidance on effectively using the internet to access and verify health-related information.
