The manuscript needs to be edited for grammar and syntax.

Abstract 

The background generally refers to parents' use of the internet to seek medical information, but it does not specify why this topic is important for children with neurological disorders. Therefore, please revise the background and address this issue in one line.

The year of the study should be mentioned.

Some statistics need to be presented more clearly (e.g., instead of presenting the average ages in three sentences, it could be summarized in one sentence).

The sentence “A good proportion of enlightened parents are browsing the internet” carries a linguistic bias because "enlightened" implies a value judgment, and it would be better to express it in a more neutral way.

The conclusion only emphasizes the need for guiding parents to find accurate information, while the need to improve doctor-parent interactions should also be mentioned.

Introduction  

The order of information presentation is not cohesive. The importance of the internet in the health sector should be stated first, followed by its role in parents' decision-making regarding children's diseases.

Some sentences are too colloquial (e.g., “Interestingly...” or “on its own is a plus and commendable”), which is not appropriate for a scientific paper.

Phrases like "on its own is a plus and commendable" or "a two-edged sword" are not recommended in scientific articles.

Sentences like "With the information overload online, it is easy to get minute details about uncommon diseases using popular search engines" could be more precise and scientific.

It should be explained that in Nigeria, there is a lack of accurate data regarding parental behavior in this area, and this study is designed to fill this gap.

At the end of the introduction, it should be emphasized that this study provides the necessary information for designing more informed interventions and guiding parents to reliable sources.

If a new questionnaire was designed, it should be mentioned whether its validity and reliability were assessed.

It should be specified whether the questionnaire was completed by the parents themselves (self-administered) or collected by researchers through interviews (interviewer-administered).
