	Since epilepsy has a heterogeneous structure, studies on the most effective drug profile with the least side effects are ongoing today. Epilepsy treatments are being continued by taking into account the dose adjustments of existing drugs due to their side effects. Due to these limitations, it is valuable to investigate the place of antiepileptic natural products in epilepsy treatment. Therefore, it is thought that the study titled "Anticonvulsant and Antidepressant effects of Daniellia oliveri (Rolfe) Hutch and Dalz Aqueous extract in Pilocarpine Model of Temporal Lobe Epilepsy in mice" will make a great contribution to the literature in terms of subject and scope. In addition, clearer clarifications, especially in the experimental section of the manuscript (For example, why dose ranges of 21.21, 53.03, 106.06, and 221.12, mg/kg, per os were selected for plant extracts in the experimental group. Was there a similar dosing study in the literature or was it a pre-experimental study?), will be effective in ensuring that researchers in the field can reference the manuscript correctly.
Although the antidepressant effect of the plant extract was also written in the title, the antidepressant effect was checked by behavioral analysis in the article and the antidepressant effect was not sufficiently focused on in the discussion part.
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Manuscript title can be changed to “Anticonvulsant and Antidepressant effects of Daniellia oliveri aqueous extract in Pilocarpine Model of Temporal Lobe Epilepsy in mice in Pilocarpine Model of Temporal Lobe Epilepsy in mice”.
