	· “Mechanisms of CAF-targeting drugs is by inhibition of TGF-β signalling, reprogramming of CAFs, and nanoparticle-based drug delivery, show promise but face challenges related to CAF heterogeneity and off-target effects” in abstract section  require proper meaningful  sentence formation.
· “The tumour microenvironment (TME) is a dynamic ecosystem in cancer. This is typically so in cases like IDC which is the focus of this research” in introduction  section needs correction. This is a review  article not an original research paper . Research may be replaced by review.
·  “For example, they can arise from resident fibroblasts, they can also originate from mesenchymal stem cells” requires proper syntax. 
· “Some of these origins are represented in the image labelled Figure 2.” Requires simple mention  as  Fig.2. Likewise “This may be seen in the demonstration labelled Figure 1” needs siilar modification.
· “Some specific aspects of the TME are modulated by these fibroblasts through specific mechanisms. Including mechanisms such as the secretion of pro-tumourigenic factors like transforming growth factor-beta (TGF-β), vascular endothelial growth factor (VEGF), and fibroblast growth factor (FGF) (Li et al., 2023; Wang et al., 2024)” needs correct sentence structure.
· “More so, the review will examine the potential of targeting CAFs for therapeutic intervention (Pei et al., 2023).”  What is the need of the reference here?
· Under  section 3.1.1: “. It is therefore related that as such components are produced the higher the structural support for the expanding tumour mass as reported by Liu et al., (2020).” Also requires correct syntax for better understanding by the readers.
· Under section 3.2 : “Angiopoietins, platelet-derived growth factor (PDGF), and matrix metalloproteinases (MMPs) are important chemicals that have been linked with CAF secretion”. The word “chemicals” requires replacement with  the right term.
· Under section 3.3: “We realized that these CAF-derived vesicles carry microRNAs, that are capable of modulating EMT-related gene expression in IDC cells. This implies that the process involves epigenetic alterations (Kobayashi et al,2022).” – The statements are  quite vague. Need proper elaboration . Moreover, what is meant by the term “ we realized”.
· Under section  3.4: “These recruited immune cells, we believe may be the strongest suppressors of anti-tumour immunity seen in IDC progression making CAFs a pro-tumorigenic factor (Tajaldini et al., 2022) – again the statement is vague. The word “we” requires deletion. Hopefully, this is based on the studies  from Tajaldini et al  and not by the author.
· Under section  4.2 :“We now have proposed anti-VEGF agents, such as bevacizumab, in production to disrupt CAF-driven angiogenesis.” Authors should mention( reference) where and when they have proposed it.
· Under Section 5: “When it comes to related key biomarkers. FAP is one highly specific marker of activated fibroblasts which correlates with IDC progression and invasiveness.” requires proper sentence structuring.
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
