	Thank you for providing me with the opportunity to review the manuscript entitled “The Phillips Curve: Evolution and Relevance in Indian Policymaking – A Review". The manuscript provides an extensive review of the evolution of the Phillips Curve and its applicability in the Indian economic context. Although the review article is well-written; however, the following issues need to be addressed by the authors:
(1) The structure of the manuscript can be improved by streamlining some repetitive discussions. For example, the Introduction and Theoretical Background sections contain overlapping content that could be consolidated. Additionally, the flow between theoretical discussions and empirical evidence should be made smoother to avoid abrupt transitions.
(2) Some statements require clearer explanations. For instance, the discussion on the expectations-augmented Phillips Curve should elaborate on how adaptive vs. rational expectations influence inflation dynamics in the Indian context. Additionally, the role of supply shocks (food and fuel price volatility) is briefly mentioned but not adequately analyzed. Given their significance in Indian inflation trends, a deeper discussion is warranted.
(3) The manuscript claims inconsistent Phillips Curve behavior in India but does not provide sufficient empirical graphs or tables demonstrating these shifts over different time periods. While advanced econometric techniques are cited, the discussion on their application lacks sufficient detail. 
(4) There are several grammatical errors and awkward sentence constructions that need to be revised for clarity.
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
