   - Several sections in the second part of the literature review lack citations and references. It is crucial to support your arguments with academic sources to strengthen their credibility.

   - In the third section, dedicated to the empirical review, your analysis is based solely on studies conducted in India. It would be relevant to broaden your scope by including research from other emerging and developing countries, enabling comparisons and yielding more robust results.

   - The structure of this section would benefit from greater clarity if divided into well-defined subsections.

3. Discussion of Results:

   - The discussion of results (part 3) resembles more of a lecture. To strengthen your argument, it would be preferable to include quantitative data and more in-depth analysis.

4. References:

   - In the empirical review, the references used are primarily recent. However, this may not be sufficient to analyze the Phillips curve, as your conclusions may be influenced by a specific cyclical context.

   - It would be wise to also cite older studies in order to track the evolution of results and recommendations on this economic relationship.
