On the literature review, the author can also add theories that ground the study. The manuscript doesn’t tell the readers about any theories relevant to the study or that supports the study.
The findings write up needs a major revision. Most of the findings are written in a repetitive format. Suggestion would be to use graphs or charts to represent the findings and then explain them under the chart as currently, most of the paragraphs on the findings are in a repetitive format.
