The abstract seems to just be generally talking about “Water Management Institutions” without bringing out the agricultural aspect to it. Its either the topic is paraphrased or the abstract is strengthened. The demand for usable water today is driven by competing needs such as domestic, industrial as well agricultural. The journal article is primarily focusing on the “agricultural” driven demand which however has not come out in the abstract. There is need to strengthen it further.
