Editor’s Comment:
This is an interesting case and of utmost clinical importance. It is challenging to manage such cases.Left ventricular non-
compaction (LVNC),  is a form of heart muscle disorder where the left ventricle doesn't develop properly, and can lead to 
complications like heart failure, arrhythmias, and thromboembolic events, potentially requiring medical intervention. This is a rare 
entity and Scientific research are required to explore the underlying causes, diagnostic criteria, and treatment options for LVNC,
and thus, a better understanding of LVNC is essential for improving patient outcomes. In doing so this may involve usage of 
multimodality of diagnostic and imaging procedures.  
With due consideration to the reviewer's comments and the revision done, the decision on the manuscript for the Asian Journal of Cardiology Research  is  Accepted.
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
