Editor’s Comment:
This is an interesting case and of utmost clinical importance.  I totally agree with the 
concluding remarks of the authors. Neoplastic myocarditis continues as a rare and under-recognized 
cardiac manifestation of malignancy. This case highlights the importance of considering myocardial 
infiltration in the differential diagnosis of acute myocarditis, particularly in patients without typical viral 
prodromes or with risk factors for cancer. Early and accurate diagnosis through multimodal imaging and
 histological confirmation is required which has its profound influence on therapeutic strategy and 
prognosis. Clinicians should maintain a high index of suspicion for neoplastic cardiac involvement when 
facing atypical clinical presentations, as the heart may be the initial site revealing an otherwise occult 
malignancy.
