	The authors should adhere to the anatomical nomenclature as noted above.

The case presentation has several issues:

- The results of the EMG study that is mentioned in the text should be described.

- Based on MRT findings the lipoma is described as intramuscular. In the belly of which muscle is it?

- The motor branch of the median nerve is of particular clinical importance, however its relation to the mass is not described. 

- What is described on MRT to be “in close contact” with the mass should be marked on the images, i.e. “the flexor tendon sheath and the radial … nerve of the index finger”

- The synovium surrounding the lipoma should be clearly visible and marked on the photomicrograph.

In the discussion:

- The term “reduced shadow” is not commonly used in radiography texts, better wording should be used.

In the conclusion”

- There is a controversy between the lipomas being “asymptomatic” and “ leading to clinical manifestations”, correction is needed.
