Although this is a manageable amount for a brief review or essay, they are primarily generic in nature and do not contain peer-reviewed journal articles or official policy documents that could provide more thorough evidence for important points. dated from 2008 to 2022. Some of the connections (such as old reports and web pages) date back to 2004 and 2010. Some, particularly online sources like sanctuary overviews or undated articles, lack explicit publication years. Using materials from the last five years (2020–2025) is crucial for a topic like bird conservation, since regulations pertaining to biodiversity, land use, and climate change are all changing quickly. That current category includes only a small number of the references.

	The article offers broad facts and well-known difficulties without bolstering them with fresh scientific discoveries, case studies, or quantitative data. For instance, it makes reference to problems such as poaching, pollution, and habitat destruction, but it offers no research or statistics that measure how these affect bird sanctuaries. There are no seamless transitions between the sections, such as from "Introduction" to "Challenges" to "Conclusion." Titles such as "Bird Sanctuary and Conservation" are ambiguous and ought to be more precise. The conversation stays cursory and, where appropriate, makes no mention of particular sanctuaries in India or around the world. It could have been beneficial to include important instances like Vedanthangal, the Bharatpur Bird Sanctuary, or foreign locations. The problems—such as poaching, pollution, and deforestation—are mentioned in passing but not in great detail. Policy or legal frameworks such as the Wildlife Protection Act, the role of communities, non-governmental organizations, or government initiatives, and conservation success stories
or failures are not discussed very much.	Without providing a summary of the main ideas, practical recommendations, or research directions, the conclusion is ambiguous and repetitious.
