	The manuscript lacks structural sophistication deserving of a modern scholarly article. Thus, structural changes and revision will be of great benefit to the manuscript so that it aligns with conventions for scholarly journal articles. I believe the section on “Global and regional representation of women in Parliament” is an attempt to conceptually explain women representation. If it is true, then conceptual section shouldn’t have come after methodology. If my guess is wrong, then the manuscript didn’t explore conceptualisation of its major themes to help readers appreciate them such as political parties, female candidacy selection, women participation or representation. In other words, the conceptual section should conventionally come before the methodology.
Again, the section on “Barriers to Women's Electoral Success in Nigeria” and possibly “”Strategies and Policy Measures to Boost Women's Electoral Participation and Victory” should be part of the conceptualisation. These are challenges women face in their quest for power.
