	Optional/General comments


	The article under review, “Gender representations and school textbooks: exploring sexism through the illustration of primary school language textbooks in Greece” is rich, elaborate and demonstrates several commendable aspects. However, the study could benefit from further attention as highlighted below:

1. Introduction: The first sentence in the introduction “From the beginning of his life, the person is confronted, from infancy onwards, with a multitude of models, based on which it structures its behavior.” should be restructured; this could be in the form of topic sentence.

2. Visual representation: Although the study adopts a quantitative content analysis approach; however, due to the multimodal nature as mentioned in passing by the authors, there is need for more collages of visuals of the images (on the covers and within the textbooks) to enhance the multimodal representations of sexism/stereotypes depicted in the textbooks. This will in turn enable the addition of another subheading (5.4. Results on multimodal analysis of visuals in the 3rd grade language textbooks) in the analysis section and reflect the visual perspectives as depicted in the selected textbooks.

3. The authors should indicate the full meaning of TB & WB as shown in the tables.

4. Discussion: This subheading should read thus: Discussion of Findings and Conclusion. 
5. Also, as part of the concluding remarks the authors should indicate any observable progression in the reduction of the kind of stereotypes in comparison with what is observable in the review of literature. 
6. Efforts should be made to show if this stereotype is socioculturally cum politically induced or otherwise.
