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	1. The author (s) has listed the key models and measuring tools in a brief and concise manner. However, it would be preferable to point out some of the criticisms and limitations of the concept of EI and its various models in greater detail. The models, historical evolution of the concept and measuring scales have been covered elsewhere in several review articles. Therefore, it becomes more imperative for a new review to offer some critical insight and alternative views about the subject.

2. Bar –On model is also recognized by later scholars as a mixed model, which has not being done in this manuscript.

3. Pros and Cons of different scales or at least the major ones, like MSCEIT, SSEIT, TEIQue, ECI or EQi, should be incorporated.

4. Much attention has been given to historical development of the EI construct, which is already well-known, but the section on application and implication is relatively shorter and lacks greater detail, especially given the plethora of studies on this subject in recent years. It would be preferable to subdivide it under several sections like implications for managers, scholars, researchers, education experts and policy makers. 
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
