Please removed the sentence at the end of the “conclusion” section- There are reports that the vitamin content of many plants is reduced. This might be the result of the collected plants being dried and stored.”. This is not the study aspect in this paper so why add it?
In fact, a bioactive “Curcumin” from Turmeric reduces just by 4.58% (not significant at 5%) after 2.5 months storage at ambient temperature so this may bot be significant as per research below-
