	The manuscript is scientifically correct and methodologically appropriate for a descriptive-correlational study. With minor improvements—particularly in reporting statistical results and addressing instrument validity—the paper would meet strong scientific standards. It offers valuable contributions to education research, especially in multilingual and policy-driven contexts.

Areas for Scientific Improvement:
Instrument Validation:
While the study mentions adopting a questionnaire from a previous work (Aban et al., 2015), no details are given about validity or reliability testing. This omission slightly weakens the scientific rigour.

Statistical Detail:
The manuscript refers to the use of Pearson correlation, but the actual correlation coefficients, p-values, and other inferential statistics are not presented. Including these would strengthen the validity of the claims.

Sample Limitation:
All respondents are female, which introduces potential sampling bias. While not invalidating the study, this limits generalisability and should be acknowledged more clearly.

Depth of Analysis:
The analysis is primarily descriptive. Incorporating inferential insights or regression analysis could provide a deeper understanding of how demographic variables influence pedagogical practices.

	The references are adequate and relevant, but the manuscript would benefit from the inclusion of more recent and diverse sources, particularly in areas of KAP methodology, learner-centered teaching, and English language instruction in multilingual contexts. 	The manuscript is linguistically competent for scholarly communication but requires light editing for grammar, tense, consistency, and clarity. These improvements will ensure smoother readability, enhance professional presentation, and align more closely with the expectations of academic publishing. If needed, a copy-editor or proofreader could be engaged to polish the manuscript for final submission.

Verb Tense Consistency:Parts of the methodology are written in future tense ("will be conducted," "will be used"), although the study has already been completed. These should be changed to past tense to match the rest of the paper.

Grammar and Typographical Errors
Minor issues like:"teachers are more knowledgable" → knowledgeable "Results align with this shift.," → remove the extra punctuation. Repeated phrases: "Learning Focused on Communication Skills scored highest, followed by Communication Skills, Communication Skills on attitude..." → needs revision for clarity.

Sentence Redundancy and Clarity: Some sentences are unnecessarily repetitive or awkward. For example: "Knowledge performance over the three methods The results uncovered that the maximum score was achieved..." → should be revised for flow and clarity.

Use of "Learning focused on Communication Skills" appears too often; consider rephrasing for variety (e.g., "communication-centered instruction").

Inconsistencies in Terminology and Formatting
Use consistent labels for the pedagogical strategies (e.g., sometimes "Lecture Method," other times "Learning Method (LM)"). Maintain uniform formatting of subheadings (e.g., spacing between section numbers and titles).
