	The phrase “Given their general illiteracy…” should be revised because it makes a sweeping generalization that reduces the complex experiences of Yemeni women to a lack of formal/western education which can sound dismissive or condescending. The statement should read “Despite limited access to formal education…”
Secondly, the abstract does not capture the methodology employed in the study. Mention is made of the use of primary sources but the methodology is not explained.
