	This manuscript investigates the relationship between junior high school students’ motivation (both intrinsic and extrinsic), self-esteem (identity, belonging, purpose, and competence), and their Filipino language proficiency, as assessed through written composition (evaluated on content, vocabulary, mechanics, grammar, and organization). The findings reveal weak and statistically insignificant correlations between motivation and Filipino language proficiency, suggesting that motivation and self-esteem are not strong predictors of language proficiency.
By examining the influence of psychological factors on students’ Filipino language proficiency, this study addresses a gap in the literature and provides a foundation for future research. Further inquiry using longitudinal or qualitative approaches is recommended to gain deeper insights into students’ individual language learning experiences.
