	1. One of the main sources of general radiation exposure in interior environments is radon and its radioactive compounds. Radon in drinking water can make the gas more harmful to living things, increasing the risk of radiation-related illnesses from consumption or inhalation. In fourteen Samawa middle schools, the levels of radon in the drinking water were measured. The average value was 0.605 ± 0.6475 Bq/L, with values ranging from 0.11 ± 0.6 Bq/L to 1.986 ± 1.59 Bq/L.
2. The water was safe since all measured values were below allowable levels (100 Bq/L according to the United Nations Scientific Committee on the Effects of Atomic Radiation and 11 Bq/L according to the US Environmental Protection Agency). 
3. Al-Rayaan School had greater radon concentrations than other schools, presumably as a result of the soil's composition and the aging water pipes. Because the AL-Suwdid school was close to treatment facilities, the radon levels there were lower.
4. The WHO's recommended maximum of 100 µSv/year is far higher than the average of 1.294 µSv/year, which is the yearly effective dosage from radon consumption, which ranged between 0.263 µSv/year and 2.325 µSv/year.
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
